They will update you on the weather conditions, run through the program and check your 
equipme

DAYS 2 to 3 (or 2 to 5)  

After breakfast, it is time to get the day started. Before leaving to go skiing, the guides will run 
through the essential safety briefing to remind you of all the instructions specific to heliskiing 
and off-piste skiing.
Whether you spend 3 or 5 days in Val d’Aran, the aim is to make the most of your stay: to enjoy 
the long descents with a variety of terrain and lovely Spanish powder snow.
The guides and pilots, who know the region inside out, will make the best choices to allow you 
to discover the wide range of routes in this exclusive area.

Lunch will be brought along in the helicopter to enjoy on the mountain so you can set off again 
full of energy.
You can usually do five set-downs in a day, but this will depend on the weather conditions and 
the group’s physical condition.
